Instructions for Installing the Scootworks 

Vulcan 900 Overdrive Pulley Kit

Tools Needed:

· Misc. metric and SAE allen wrenches 

· 27mm socket/wrench

· 22mm socket/wrench

· 8mm socket/wrench

· Impact wrench (optional)

· Breaker bar

The installation of the Scootworks Vulcan 900 Overdrive Pulley Kit follows a similar procedure as replacing the OEM front pulley. However, Scootworks wanted to assist you as much as possible with the installation process, and developed this simple instruction package. If there are any steps you feel need improvement in instructions, please email support@scootworks.com and specify the area you are having trouble with.

Unpacking! 

The shipping container and contents must be inspected by the purchaser for damage to goods immediately upon receipt of goods, and a claim must be filed with the carrier if damage is discovered. The purchaser must contact Scootworks within 24 hours from receipt of damaged goods to file a claim, and for further instructions. 

Your Scootworks Vulcan 900 Overdrive Pulley Kit will come packed with the Vulcan 900 Overdrive Pulley, and these printed instructions. 

BEGIN INSTALLATION

1. Remove outer chrome engine cover.  (6)-5mm allen bolts (See picture 1…)

2. Remove inner pulley cover for access to drive pulley on output shaft of trans. (4)-5mm allen bolts.  Wiring on cover can be moved out of way without having to unplug or disconnect. (See pictures 2 & 3)

3. Flatten bent portion of lock/washer on front pulley to facilitate removal of pulley nut.  Remove nut w/ 27mm socket and impact wrench – or have someone hold rear brake and use breaker bar & socket method.  Remove stock pulley from shaft.  (See pictures 4 & 5)

4. Release tension on drive belt by loosening axle nut and belt tensioners.  Slide rear wheel forward and remove belt from front pulley.  22mm & 27mm wrenches required for axle nut/bolt; 14mm wrenches required for adjuster nut & lock nuts.  (See picture 6)

5. Re-install new pulley in same manner; re-torque center nut on pulley to 90-110 ft/lbs. The flange should be closest to the outer cover, like the with original pulley. Be sure to bend lock washer over, to lock nut and prevent loosening.

6.  On inner cover, remove belt bumper (2)-8mm bolts.  This will not be used w/ larger pulley due to clearance of belt/pulley configuration.  (See picture 7)
